Personal Protective Equipment Policy

All Town of Perry employees will wear the proper personal protective equipment required for the task that they are performing.

All Town of Perry employees will be provided the proper personal protective equipment at no cost to the employees.

All Town of Perry employees will care for, store and turn in any defective/damaged personal protective equipment when necessary.

The Town of Perry Highway Department employee will document Analysis of Task for Hazard Personal Protective Equipment and keep documents on file at Town of Perry garage at all times.

A copy of Task Specific Personal Protective Equipment Requirement Attachment A will be posted at Town of Perry garage for all Town of Perry employees to see.

A copy of the Personal Protective Equipment Inventory List Attachment D will be made available and on file at Town of Perry garage for all employees to see.

All Town of Perry employees will be trained initially and again if new Hazard or Personal Protective Equipment is introduced to the workplace. A copy of Attachment C Record of Training will be kept on file at Town of Perry garage.

All personal protective equipment will be stored in closet marked PPE at Town of Perry garage and made available to all Town of Perry employees.

All Town of Perry employees will be held accountable to the Town of Perry Road Commissioners for use of proper personal protection equipment.

Foot Protection:

· All Town of Perry employees will wear steel toe boots at all times when performing tasks involving handling of heavy tools or materials that could cause a foot injury if dropped.

Hazards: Falling objects, rolling objects

   Body Parts: Feet

Body Protection:

· All Town of Perry employees will wear high visibility/reflective apparel at all times when working in or near all municipal roadways. Leather bibs/jackets and chainsaw chaps will be worn when cutting and welding metal and operating chainsaws for brush/tree removal.

Hazards: Flying debris, burn, cut

       Body Parts: Whole body

Seatbelts:

· All Town of Perry employees will wear seat belts when operating any vehicle or road machinery such as trucks, loader, backhoe and road grader.

Hazards: Rolling object

Body Parts: Whole body

Personal Protective Equipment Guidelines

Head Protection:


Type I Hard Hat will be worn by all Town of Perry employees when performing tasks such as tree/brush cutting, working with heavy tools or other materials over one’s own head and when materials are being lifted by chain pull, hoist or other machinery.


Hazards: Flying debris, falling objects


Body Parts: Head

Eye and Face Protection:


Safety glasses will be worn by all Town of Perry employees when operating any power tools such as grinders, drills, chain saws and power mowers. Welding goggles and welding helmet will be worn when any cutting or welding is being done.


Hazards: Flying debris, light radiation


Body Parts: Eyes and face

Hand Protection:


Leather work gloves and welders’ gloves will be worn by all Town of Perry employees while performing tasks prone to abrasion, minor puncture hazard and handling of hot materials.


Hazards: Penetration/puncture, cut, abrasion, splinter, sliver and burn.


Body Parts: Hands
